Badminton England Age group definitions for 2016/17

With effect from 1% July 2016 Badminton England are changing the definitions of the junior age groups,
and a player’s age group for the 2016/17 season will be determined according to their age on 31
December 2017. Details are on the BE web-site at:

There will be no change to the age of players actually eligible for the HSBA squads, and likewise the
Shires League’s existing leagues will continue unchanged but will be called: “Under 18”, “Under 16” and
“Under 14", in conformity with the new definitions. In addition there will be a new Under 12 league.

The national inter-county team tournament (ICT), hitherto an Under 17 event, will in the new
nomenclature be an “Under 18” tournament, so no change in the age for eligibility there either!

National Schools Championships, Regional round:

HSBA Tournament, 7™ February Barbara Lewczynska

It was the first time this event had taken place at Birchwood, and with some nifty staggered start times it all went
according to plan. First up was the Under 13 Boys singles at 9.30, with an entry of 17 in three boxes of four and
one of five. There was some excellent sporting play, and some clear up-and-coming stars amongst a fairly wide
age range. The boxes went according to seeding, and the main event semi-finals were close affairs with Harry
Goode beating Thomas Searle 21-16 in one and Toby Goddard just scraping through against Shashank
Madhukiran in the other. The final, a game of ups and downs, saw Toby lift the trophy to become the 2015/16
Under 13 champion. In the final of the Plate event Edward Chen beat 10 year-old Finley Goode 21-9.

The Under 13 Girls singles, which included six Queenswood players, again went according to seeding. Jemima
Bissaker from Queenswood played particularly well to get into the main event, but was eventually knocked out
by Lavigne Leung in the quarter final. The semi-final in the main event saw Alyssa Lee beating Lavigne 21-16,
and Paankhuri Bhatia beating Pranathi Koneru 21-11. The final, another very closely fought affair, was the first
trophy of the afternoon for Alyssa. In the Plate competition Holly Clayton took away the gold medal after
beating Mila Akopora in the final.

The afternoon continued with the Under 13 doubles events starting at 13.30. The Boys doubles was made up of
two perfect boxes of four, which meant that in the second round all pairs went straight into the semi-finals of the
main or the Plate event. The main event final gave Toby Goddard (partnering Harry Goode) his second trophy
of the day when they came up trumps against Shashank Madhukiran and Thomas Sweetnam, and in the Plate
event final Finley Goode and Ben Herbert beat Benjamin Merry and Sherwin Elliott.

For their doubles event the Under 13 girls played in one box of seven, so all pairs had six games apiece. The
Queenswood girls acquitted themselves very well, but in the end Alyssa Lee and Paankhuri Bhatia lifted the
trophy after winning all six of their games.

At this stage of the afternoon we were joined by the Under 10 entrants for their singles competition. It was
super to see a great turnout for the boys with 20 entrants (long may it continue) and eight in the girls event.

For the girls, all games were closely contested in their two boxes, and like the Under 13 Boys double event, all
players were redrawn into the semi-final in the second round. A nail-biting finish in the main event meant that
Pranathi Koneru was crowned the Under 10 Singles champion by just one point, whereas in the Plate event,
Aahna Bhatia had a slightly easier final.

There were really close games in the first round of the Boys Under 10 event too, particularly in boxes B and C,

and the top two went into the main event and the bottom two into the Plate event. James Joseph was the victor
for the second year running with a close victory over Charlie Windebank, and in the Plate event Alistair Bennett
prevailed over Darcey Palmer.

Whilst all this was taking place, the Under 13 Mixed doubles event was being played in a box of 5. Paankhuri
